FLOOR PROTECTION AUTHORITY...
Proper protection can make the di�erence between a �oor that
looks great for one year, and a �oor that seems to last forever.
To achieve the latter it is necessary that the following �oor 
protection be considered.

1.Use Appliance Rollers Under The Fridge And Stove.
    Appliances are heavy and their weight is not well
    distributed on the small casters that are supplied
    by manufacturers. by using rollers, the weight is 
    spread over a greater surface area, and therefore
    the �oor is less likely to rip, tear or indent.

2.Clean glides regularly.
    Often people will use glides (plastic caps or inserts)
    on the bottom of their chairs. Glides are considered
    to be good �oor protection, however, they must be
    cleaned on a regular basis or they will pick up dirt
    particles and scratch the �oor. It is also a good idea
    to replace glides periodically.

3.Replace your felt protectors. 
Felt protectors are sticker-like glides that can be

    applied to the bottom of chair legs. It is necessary
    to clean and/or replace them often because they
    also collect dirt particles that will scratch the �oor.

4.Consider urethane wheels.
Most casters (meaning the wheel complete with

    housing) for residental and light commercial use
    are made of black nylon, or hard black plastic.
    Urethane is slightly softer material, like rubber,
    but not as gripping. It will move easily and quietly
    over vinyl, hardwood and ceramic tile.

5.Consider the twin wheel type.
Twin wheels are designed to distribute weight

    more evenly, and are therefore less likely to
    indent or scratch your �oor. URETHANE TWIN
    WHEELS are our recomendation for ultimate �oor
    protection.

6. To roll over carpet, bigger is better.
    The bigger your wheel, the better it will roll over
    obstacles. A single wheel, two or three inches in
    diameter or hooded ball type caster would work
    well. You may also want to consider using nylon
    or hard plastic wheels because they won’t grip the
    carpet as a urethane wheel would.
